Dewan Perhimpunan China Kuala Lumpur
(=) Pelantikan Hakim, dan Selangor (KLSCAH) menggesa kerajaan
Mempertahankan Prinsip dan Parlimen agar melaksanakan reformasi
Pengasingan Kuasa menyeluruh terhadap sistem pelantikan
hakim yang sedia ada, demi menegakkan
prinsip pengasingan kuasa serta memastikan
kebebasan badan kehakiman daripada kuasa
eksekutif.

2. Selama ini, pelantikan dan kenaikan pangkat
hakim di negara ini telah ditentukan oleh
Perdana Menteri secara mutlak, sekaligus
terdedah kepada pengaruh politik. Hanya
selepas penggubalan Akta Suruhanjaya
Pelantikan Kehakiman (JAC) pada tahun
2009 barulah wujud perubahan. Meskipun
pengaruh Perdana Menteri telah dikurangkan
dalam proses pelantikan di bawah Akta JAC,
kebebasan badan kehakiman masih belum
tercapai sepenuhnya sehingga hari ini.
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Struktur JAC itu sendiri mengandungi
kelemahan asas. Daripada sembilan orang
anggota, empat daripadanya — iaitu diganti
adalah Ketua Hakim Negara, Presiden
Mahkamah Rayuan, Hakim Besar Malaya,
dan Hakim Besar Sabah dan Sarawak —
adalah anggota secara automatik. Manakala
lima anggota yang lain masih dilantik oleh
Perdana Menteri. Berdasarkan Perkara 122B
Perlembagaan Persekutuan dan Akta JAC
2009, Perdana Menteri juga mempunyai
kuasa muktamad terhadap senarai cadangan
pelantikan yang dikemukakan oleh JAC.
Sehubungan itu, KLSCAH menyeru agar
Perdana Menteri tidak diberikan kuasa
muktamad dalam proses pemilihan hakim,
manakala keanggotaan JAC hendaklah bebas
daripada pengaruh Perdana Menteri. Selain
empat hakim kanan yang dilantik secara
automatik, lima lagi anggota JAC mestilah
terdiri daripada wakil Majlis Peguam dan
individu-individu bebas dari luar
perkhidmatan awam.

KLSCAH yakin bahawa hanya dengan
memastikan  institusi kehakiman bebas
daripada pengaruh politik dan Perdana
Menteri tidak terlibat langsung dalam proses
pelantikan kehakiman, barulah Perdana
Menteri boleh bebas daripada tuduhan
mencampuri  urusan  kehakiman, dan
keyakinan rakyat terhadap kebebasan dan
ketelusan institusi kehakiman negara baru
dapat dipulihkan.
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Perutusan Hari Malaysia 2025 oleh
Tuan Ngan Teng Ye, Presiden
KLSCAH

Sempena Hari Malaysia ini, saya mewakili
Dewan Perhimpunan China Kuala Lumpur
dan Selangor (KLSCAH) merakamkan
ucapan penuh tulus ikhlas kepada seluruh
rakyat Malaysia. Semoga tanah air tercinta
kita sentiasa diberkati dengan keamanan,
kemakmuran dan kesejahteraan.

16hb September bukan sahaja merupakan
mercu tanda penting dalam sejarah Malaysia,
malah ia juga melambangkan aspirasi
bersama seluruh rakyat Malaysia untuk
membina negara yang harmoni dalam
kepelbagaian budaya. Malaysia merupakan
sebuah negara yang berbilang kaum, budaya
dan agama. Semangat patriotisme ialah inti
pati yang menyatukan kepelbagaian ini dan
membentuk kita sebagai masyarakat yang
bersatu padu.

Tema Hari Malaysia tahun ini ialah
“Malaysia MADANI: Rakyat Disantuni”.
Tema ini bukan sahaja mencerminkan usaha
kerajaan dalam menjaga kebajikan rakyat,
malah menekankan hakikat bahawa negara
dan rakyat berkongsi nasib yang sama.
Kepelbagaian budaya Malaysia
sememangnya mempunyai perbezaan, tetapi
kepelbagaian inilah yang menjadi khazanah
berharga dalam masyarakat kita. Bersatu kita
teguh, bercerai kita roboh. Hanya dengan
saling menghormati dan bertolak ansur, kita
dapat memperdalam kefahaman, mengumpul
kekuatan, dan bersama-sama memacu negara
ke arah keharmonian dan kemajuan yang
berkekalan.

Namun demikian, kebelakangan ini
berlakunya insiden pengibaran Jalur
Gemilang secara terbalik yang mencetuskan
keresahan masyarakat. Dalam beberapa kes
berkenaan, ada pengusaha mengalami
kekecohan akibat hasutan ahli politik yang
mengapi-apikan orang ramai; malah ada juga
pengusaha diarahkan menutup premis oleh
pihak  berkuasa tempatan. Ketetapan
penguatkuasaan yang begitu keras dan
hampir menjadi piawaian tetap amat
membimbangkan. Hakikatnya, kesilapan
sebegini sepatutnya memberi peluang bagi
pihak berkuasa mendidik rakyat tentang cara
pengibaran bendera yang betul, bukannya
menjadikan tindakan hukuman sebagai
kaedah utama.
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Lebih mendukacitakan lagi, insiden sebegini
telah dijadikan alat manipulasi politik.
Terdapat ahli politik menampilkan diri
sebagai “wira negara”, dengan terus memberi
tekanan dan menghasut orang awam untuk
menyerang pihak tertentu. Kecuaian yang
tidak disengajakan tersebut dibesar-besarkan
sebagai isu besar terhadap menghina
martabat bendera. Tindakan sebegini hanya
akan mengakibatkan perpecahan dalam
masyarakat. Jalur Gemilang sepatutnya
merupakan lambang perpaduan, tetapi
malangnya ia dijadikan pentas kontroversi
dan sandiwara oleh segelintir ahli politik
demi meraih keuntungan politik.

Kita mesti mengakui bahawa Jalur Gemilang
merupakan simbol kebanggaan negara yang
perlu dihormati oleh semua lapisan
masyarakat. Namun, bendera Jalur Gemilang
tidak boleh disalahgunakan sebagai modal
politik. Kita tidak patut memperbesarkan
kesilapan sehingga membentuk
pertembungan antara  “patriotik” dan
“pengkhianat.” Keadaan ini hanya akan
mencetuskan perpecahan dan kegentaran
dalam masyarakat, lalu menghakiskan makna
perpaduan yang dilambangkan oleh Jalur
Gemilang. Semangat patriotik bukan sekadar
pada penghormatan luaran, tetapi harus
diterjemahkan melalui tindakan yang
rasional dan penuh tanggungjawab.
Patriotisme ialah nilai murni yang berakar
dalam sanubari, berteraskan kesejahteraan
masyarakat ~dan  negara.  Semangat
patriotisme  sebenarnya harus  dipupuk
melalui  pendidikan, bukannya dicipta
melalui hasutan politik atau ancaman.
Justeru, KLSCAH menyeru agar kerajaan
dalam menangani kes-kes seumpama ini,
harus menampilkan kebijaksanaan dengan
menjadikannya sebagai peluang untuk
mendidik dan menyatupadukan rakyat.
Dengan ini, Jalur Gemilang dapat berfungsi
sebagai lambang penyatuan rakyat, bukannya
punca pertikaian dan perpecahan.

Pada masa yang sama, kita juga harus
mengingati  bahawa 16  September
merupakan hari di mana Sabah dan Sarawak
menyertai pembentukan Malaysia.

Ruang Sekolah, Elakkan Sekatan
Atas Nama Larangan Arak

Dewan Perhimpunan China Kuala Lumpur &
Selangor (KLSCAH) mengambil perhatian
serius terhadap kenyataan Perdana Menteri
Dato’ Seri Anwar bin Ibrahim baru-baru ini
yang menyatakan bahawa sekolah-sekolah
kerajaan “tidak dibenarkan menganjurkan
pesta arak atau aktiviti yang melibatkan
alkohol” di kawasan sekolah. Pendirian ini
kami pandang sebagai satu bentuk sekatan
yang secara tidak langsung mencabul hak
pihak luar untuk menyewa premis sekolah,
malah juga menyekat ruang budaya dan
semangat keterangkuman dalam masyarakat
majmuk.

Isu ini tercetus apabila beberapa buah
sekolah menyewakan dewan mereka kepada
syarikat swasta untuk penganjuran acara
yang menyediakan alkohol, dan terdapat ahli
politik menggunakan isu alkohol sebagai
modal politik. Dalam parlimen, Perdana
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Menteri menegaskan bahawa kerajaan akan
mengambil tindakan tegas terhadap mana-
mana majlis di kawasan sekolah yang
menghidangkan ~ minuman  beralkohol.
Namun demikian, menurut laporan media
terkini, selepas perbincangan Jemaah
Menteri, kerajaan telah memutuskan tidak
akan melaksanakan larangan menyeluruh
terhadap majlis perkahwinan atau kutipan
derma di dewan SJKC, serta tidak akan
memperkenalkan sekatan baharu berkaitan
alkohol dalam tugas penyewaan sekolah.
Walaupun demikian, kontroversi awam
masih belum reda dan petunjuk pelaksanaan
yang jelas masih belum lengkap.

KLSCAH menegaskan bahawa Sekolah Jenis
Kebangsaan Cina (SJKC) walaupun berada
di bawah kategori “sekolah bantuan
kerajaan” menurut Akta Pendidikan 1996,
telah lama dipisahkan secara pentadbiran
oleh Kementerian Pendidikan ke dalam
kategori “sekolah bantuan penuh” dan
“sekolah bantuan separa”, menyebabkan
ketidakadilan dalam pemberian dana dan
peruntukan. Kebanyakan SJKC terpaksa
bergantung kepada penyewaan dewan dan
ruang sekolah bagi menampung kos operasi
harian sepanjang masa ini. Sekiranya
kerajaan memperkenalkan dasar yang
mengehadkan aktiviti penyewaan, ia akan
secara langsung melemahkan autonomi
sekolah.

Selain itu, dewan sekolah berfungsi sebagai
ruang komuniti yang dikongsi oleh semua
kaum. Penganjuran majlis perkahwinan,
jamuan makan atau aktiviti kebudayaan oleh
pelbagai etnik merupakan satu amalan yang
sah dan lazim. Penyediaan alkohol di majlis-
majlis sedemikian telah lama wujud tanpa
bukti menunjukkan impak negatif terhadap
pelajar. Penganjur yang menyewa premis
harus diberi kebebasan untuk memutuskan
sama ada akan menyediakan minuman
beralkohol, selagi ia mematuhi undang-
undang negara dan peraturan sekolah.
Kerajaan tidak seharusnya menggunakan
dasar larangan atau sebegitu sebagai
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instrumen pengawalan ideologi, kerana ia
bercanggah dengan  prinsip saling
menghormati dan keharmonian dalam
masyarakat berbilang kaum.

KLSCAH menegaskan bahawa institusi
pendidikan perlu memiliki autonomi asas
dalam pengurusan premis mereka. Peranan
kerajaan adalah menyediakan peruntukan
yang saksama dan menjalankan pemantauan
pematuhan undang-undang tanpa
mencampuri urusan sekolah berpandukan
ideologi politik atau keagamaan. Oleh itu,
KLSCAH menggesa Kerajaan Perpaduan di
bawah kepimpinan Perdana Menteri Dato’
Seri Anwar bin Ibrahim agar
memperkemaskan garis panduan yang
berkaitan dan melaksanakan dasar dengan
penuh pertimbangan bagi mengelakkan isu
seumpama ini berulang sekali lagi. Pihak
kami juga berharap kerajaan mengambil
sikap terbuka untuk menghormati gaya hidup
pelbagai kaum dan hak asas manusia, demi
mengekalkan keharmonian negara dan
kebebasan pendidikan

The financial statements have been prepared on the historical cost basis.

Use of Estimates and Judgements

The preparation of the financial statements in conformity with MPERS
requires management to make judgements, estimates and assumptions that
affect the application of accounting policies and the reported amounts of
assets, liabilities, income and expenses. Actual results may differ from these
estimates.

Estimates and underlying assumptions are reviewed on an ongoing basis.
Revisions to accounting estimates are recognized in the period in which the
estimates are revised and in any future periods affected.

There are no significant areas of estimation uncertainty and critical
judgements in applying accounting policies that have significant effects on the
amounts recognized in the financial statements.

. Property, Plant & Equipment and Depreciation

Property, plant & equipment are stated at cost less accumulated depreciation
and any impairment losses.

ii) Subsequent Measurement

Chapter One NAME, REGISTERED ADDRESS AND LOGO

1.1 NAME AND ADDRESS

a) The name of the Society is Dewan Perhimpunan China Kuala Lumpur Dan Selangor (The
Kuala Lumpur and Selangor Chinese Assembly Hall) (hereinafter called “the Society”™).

b) The registered address and place of meeting of the Society is at No. 1, Jalan Maharajalela,
50150 Kuala Lumpur.

c) The registered address shall not be changed without the prior approval of the Registrar of
Societies.

1.2 MEANING OF THE LOGO

a) The logo consists of two Chinese characters, i.e. “ A and “ = which form part of the
Chinese Name of the Society.

b) The stroke of the character “ A is used to portray the five petal national flower.

c) The word “#” used to portray the five stigmas of the flower stamens, setting in the center
of a seemingly word of “/\” which contains the meaning of upholding fairness, justice
and justifiable rights.

d) The outer ring symbolizes the unity of all Malaysian Chinese.

e) The red color symbolizes brilliant and moving forward.

Chapter Two OBJECTIVES

2.1 OBJECTIVE OF THE SOCIETY
2.1.1 The objectives for which the Society is established are: -

a) To discuss and deal with matters of importance and interest to the members and the
community.

b) To promote and participate in cultural, educational and social work.

¢) To promote goodwill and unity among the various races in the country.

d) To liaise with other registered societies having similar objectives as those of the Society
in furtherance of the above objective.
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Chapter Three @ MEMBERSHIPS

3.1 MEMBERSHIP - QUALIFICATION AND CLASSIFICATION

3.1.1

The members of the Society shall comprise of three (3) categories, namely, the
Permanent Members, the Life Members and the Ordinary Members.

Any Chinese guilds, societies and associations which are registered in the state of
Selangor and / or the Federal Territory of Kuala Lumpur are eligible to become Life
Members or Ordinary Members of the Society.

Permanent Members are the first batch of members of the Society. The following
twenty-two associations are Permanent Members of the Society: Selangor Hokkien
Association; Persatuan Kwong Siew Selangor & Wilayah Persekutuan; Selangor &
Kuala Lumpur Fui Chiu Association; Kuala Lumpur & Selangor Kwangsi Association;
Selangor & Kuala Lumpur Teo Chew Association; Poon Yu Association Selangor &
Kuala Lumpur; Persatuan Daerah Chung San Selangor & Wilayah Persekutuan;
Selangor & Wilayah Persekutuan Tong On Vooi Koon; Selangor & Kuala Lumpur Wui
Leng Association; Selangor San Shui Association; Selangor & Kuala Lumpur Foochow
Association; Kuala Lumpur Eng Choon Association; Selangor and Kuala Lumpur Char
Yong Fui Kuan; Persatuan Ka Yin Wilayah Persekutuan & Selangor; Chak Kai Koong
Kon K.L.; Persatuan Hainan Selangor & Wilayah Persekutuan; Selangor Ann Koae
Association; Persatuan Derama Amator Chui Lok; Selangor Yan Keng Benevolent
Dramatic Association; The Federation of Chinese Guilds Associations; The Kuala
Lumpur & Selangor Chinese Chamber of Commerce & Industry; The Miners
Association of Selangor, Negeri Sembilan and Pahang.

Save for the first-year subscription which shall be paid in full pursuant to Rule 10.1
below despite the date of membership acceptance, the subsequent annual subscription
shall be paid before end of May every year. Failing which such member shall be denied
the rights and privileges of membership until it settles its account, and such member
will lose the voting right and right to be voted for any upcoming election.

Any adjustment in the entrance fee and the annual subscription shall be decided at the
Annual General Meeting or Extraordinary General Meeting of the Society.

The Board of Directors reserves the right to revoke or suspend or extend the
membership of any Ordinary Member who fails to pay its annual subscription for three
years consecutively.

3.2 APPLICATION FOR MEMBERSHIP

3.2.1
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Any applicant and member of the Society shall have at least 70% Chinese members and
its representative nominated to the Society shall be Chinese. If the Chinese members of
an association have subsequently been reduced to less than 70%, its membership in the
Society shall automatically cease.

Any association wishing to become an Ordinary Member or a Life Member of the

Society shall submit an application for membership in a prescribed form duly
recommended by one member and seconded by another member. The application form
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shall be submitted to the Secretariat and shall be posted on the notice board for fourteen
(14) days. The application will be assessed and if approved by the Board of Directors
will become effective after payment of entrance fee and annual subscription within
thirty (30) days from the date of such approval.

3.2.3 The Board of Directors reserves the right to decline any application for membership

without any reason given.

3.3 PRIVILEGE FOR MEMBER

3.3.1

Members of the Society shall be entitled to take part in all activities of the Society.

3.3.2 Member of the Society through its representative shall be entitled to express opinions,

to cast votes, to elect and be elected as directors at the Annual General Meeting.

3.3.3 Members of the Society shall each submit and appoint one representative to the Society

after being accepted as Member of the Society for purposes of attending the General
Meeting.

3.3.4 Any member of the Members of the Society who has been elected as Head of the Youth

3.35

Division, Head of the Women Division, and the six co-opted directors, who are not the
nominated representative of the respective Members of the Society, shall be accepted
by the Society as an additional representative of the respective members of the Society.
Except Rule 3.3.4, all representatives shall hold the representative post in the Society
until being replaced by the respective Members of the Society. Representative who has
been elected as director shall not be replaced by the respective Member of the Society
before the coming election of the office bearers. Nonetheless, the Board of Directors
also reserves the right to decline any nominated representative as stated below but not

limited to:

(a)  Paid staff of the Society;
(b)  Having landlord tenant relationship with the Society;
(c) Having law suit against the Society;

In such event, the said Member is required to make a fresh nomination that will be
accepted by the Board of Directors.

3.4 DUTIES & RESPONSIBILITIES FOR MEMBERS

3.4.1

Members of the Society shall abide by the rules and regulations and shall be bound by
all resolutions passed at the Executive Board of Directors’ meeting and all meetings
above this level.

3.4.2 Members of the Society shall have the obligation to support the Objectives of the
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Society, and to promote the development of the Society, as well as maintain the
interests and reputation of the Society.

When necessary, the Society may appeal to the members and the general public for
special donations. Members shall be obliged to respond favorably to such appeal.

3.4.4 The Board of Directors shall be entitled to disqualify or suspend any representative of

its members who by speech or action contravenes the rules and regulations of the
Society or the resolutions of the General Meeting or Board of Directors or acts in a
manner detrimental to the reputation of the Society, the Society is entitled to request
its members to replace the disqualified representative and the Member shall submit a
replacement forthwith.
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3.4.5

The Board of Directors reserves the right to expel or suspend any member who by
speech or action contravenes the rules and regulations of the Society or the resolutions
of the Annual General Meeting or Board of Directors or acts in a manner detrimental
to the reputation and/or interest of the Society. Any member aggrieved by such
expulsion may appeal to the next General Meeting of members and the decision of the
General Meeting shall be final and binding. No member shall bring the matter to court
without first exhausting the internal procedures and avenues available.

3.5 MEMBERSHIP WITHDRAWAL

Any member wishing to withdraw from the Society shall pay any moneys and fees due
to the Society and notify its intention to withdraw in writing to the Board of Directors
for the Board’s acceptance and record. No entrance fee, annual subscription and special
subscription paid shall be refunded.

The membership of any member in the Society shall automatically cease upon the
voluntary dissolution or de-registration of such member.

Chapter Four ORGANISATION

4.1 ORGANISATION

4.1.1

The Annual General Meeting of members shall be the highest policy-making body of
the Society.
The Board of Directors shall be the highest policy-making and administrative body
during the adjournment of the Annual General Meeting of members.
The Executive Board of Directors shall be responsible for the day to day general
affairs and operation of the Society.

The Board of Directors shall consist of maximum forty-seven (47), including thirty-

nine (39) directors elected triennially at Annual General Meeting of members, two (2)
ex-officio directors and maximum six (6) directors co-opted by the Board of Directors
in accordance with Rule 4.1.5 herein.

The Board of Directors shall be entitled to co-opt maximum six (6) directors from the
Members of Society. The co-opt director(s) term of office expires at the same time as
the Executive Board of Directors.

Only the representative of Member of Society elected as director at the General
Meeting are eligible to be elected as the President of the Society.

The Head of the Women Division shall become an ex officio director and a member
of the Executive Board of Directors upon her election at the General Meeting of the
Women Division.

The Head of the Youth Division shall become an ex officio director and a member of
the Executive Board of Directors upon his election at the General Meeting of the Youth
Division.

The Executive Board of Directors is elected by the members of the board of directors,
no single director shall hold more than one executive director position at the same time.
All members of the Board of Directors, shall be entitled to vote and be voted in the
election of the Executive Board of Directors stated in Rules 4.1.10, ex-officio directors
and co-opted directors are not entitled to be voted to hold position in Rules 4.1.10.

Chapter Five DIRECTORS - RESIGNATION OR TERMINATION

Any director who has been absent for three (3) consecutive meetings of the Board of
Directors without due reason shall automatically be relinquished from being a director,
and the director vacancy thereby created shall be substituted by another representative
from the respective member.

Where a director resigns or a member replaces his representative, and the director
vacancy thereby created shall be substituted by another representative from the
respective member.

According to the circumstances described in Rule 5.1.1 and Rule 5.1.2, if the member
fails to nominate a new representative within three (3) months, the vacancy of director
shall be kept vacant till end of the term.

Vacancy of director arising from cessation of membership, the vacancy shall be kept
vacant till end of the term.

Any director, employee or advisor in the Society who violates or is convicted under
Section 9A of the Societies Act 1966 or other related laws, shall automatically loss his
position in the Society.

The vacancy of executive director shall be substituted by another director thereby
elected by the Board of Directors.
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Chapter Six GENERAL MEETING

6.1. GENERAL MEETING OF MEMBERS

6.1.1

General Meeting of members of the Society shall comprises of two types of meetings,
namely, the Annual General Meeting and Extraordinary General Meeting.

The Annual General Meeting of the Society shall be held once a year before the end of
June. Any other General Meetings convened in accordance to Rule 6.3, known as the
"Extraordinary General Meeting".

Any resolution passed at the Annual General Meeting or Extraordinary General
Meeting shall be carried by the majority of votes of those members present at such
meeting. But, any resolution affecting the Rules or the property of the Society shall be
decided in accordance with the provisions contained in Rule 13.1.3 and Rule 6.1.4
herein contained respectively.

Any resolution relating to the sale, transfer or mortgage of the property of the Society
shall require the consent of at least two-thirds (2/3) of the number of the Board of
Directors. Such decisions shall then be put to a vote at the Annual General Meeting or
Extraordinary General Meeting and be passed by at least three-quarters (3/4) of the
members present at the meeting.

6.2 ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING

The Annual General Meeting shall transact the following business:

a) To receive the annual report and the audited annual accounts.

b) To elect directors (triennially).

¢) To formulate and amend the Rules (if necessary)

d) To appoint a qualified auditor (triennially).

e) To transact any other matters for which at least 14 days written notice has been given

The quorum for the Annual General Meeting shall be one half (1/2) the voting
membership or twice the total number of the Board of Directors, whichever is lesser.
In the event that no quorum is achieved within half an hour from the time scheduled for
holding the meeting, the meeting shall be adjourned for seven (7) days to be held at the
same time and place.

No quorum is necessary at the adjourned Annual General Meeting. But neither
amendment to the Rules of the Society nor any resolution affecting the general interests
of all members shall be passed at such adjourned Annual General Meeting.

If no quorum is present after half an hour from the time scheduled for holding the
extraordinary general meeting, the proposed meeting shall be cancelled and no
Extraordinary General Meeting shall be requisitioned for the same reason or purpose
until after the lapse of at least six months from the date of the Extraordinary General
Meeting.

At least three quarters (3/4) of Members of the Society request for the Extraordinary
General Meeting must be present, failing which the Extraordinary General Meeting will
be cancelled after half an hour from the time scheduled for holding the meeting.

The Secretary General shall forward to all members a copy of the draft minutes of the
Extraordinary General Meeting within 60 days after its conclusion.

Any person who has been convicted of a jail sentence by a Court of law or adjudged
bankrupt or medically or mentally unfit or any person who violates or is convicted
under Section 9A of the Societies Act 1966 or other related laws, shall not be eligible
to become a director.

To take charge of the finance, title deeds and accounts of the Society, to report to
Annual General Meetings, the Board of Directors and the Executive Committee on
Financial matters, to hold a sum of not exceeding RM2000.00 for petty expenses.

The Assistant Treasurer: -
To assist the Treasurer in the carrying out his duties, to act for the Treasurer during his
absence or while he is on leave.

Heads of Various Committees / Divisions : -

To lead, plan and supervise the activities of the various committees / divisions, to
authorize expenditure of not more than RM2,000.00 at any one time, to report to the
Executive Committee and the Board of Directors plans of activities and
recommendations.

The Deputy Heads of Various Committees: -
To assist their respective Chairman and to act for their respective chairman during
their absence or while they are on leave.

The Ordinary Directors: -
Assist in the general affairs and activities of the Society, and to assist in
implementation of the resolutions of the general meeting and director meetings.

No director shall enter into any agreement on behalf of the Society with any individual
or organization affecting the property (except maintenance, repairs, enhancing and
tenancy) or interests of all members without the prior approval of the Annual General
Meeting or Extraordinary General Meeting.

Registrar of Societies. They will serve in this capacity for the duration of their term of
office in the Executive Committee. They will automatically cease to hold that position
when their term of office ends.

Administration Officers are not empowered to sell, mortgage or transfer the property
of the Society unless given the authority to do so by the General Meeting.

In the event that a post of any administration officer falls vacant, the Board of

Directors shall have the power to co-opt any other Executive Directors as it deems fit
to fill the vacancy until the next General Meeting.
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Chapter Twelve FINANCIAL PROVISIONS

12.1 Financial Provisions

12.1.1 Subject to the following provisions in this Rule, the funds of the Society may be
expended for any purpose necessary for the carrying out of its objects including the
expenses of its administration, the payment of salaries, allowances and expenses to its
paid staff and the audit of its accounts.

12.1.2 The Treasurer may hold a petty cash advance not exceeding RM 5,000.00 at any one
time. All money in excess of this sum shall be deposited to the Society's Bank
Account within five (5) working days.

12.1.3 All cheques or withdrawal notices on the Society’s account shall be signed jointly by
the President (or in his absence the Deputy President), the Secretary General (or in his
absence the Assistant Secretary General) and the Treasurer (or in his absence the
Assistant Treasurer).

12.1.4 No expenditure exceeding RM10,000.00 at any one time shall be incurred without the
prior sanction of the Board of Directors.

12.1.5 As soon as possible after the end of each financial year, a statement of income and
expenditure and a balance sheet for the year shall be prepared and audited by the
Auditor appointed. The audited accounts shall be submitted for the approval of the next
Annual General Meeting, and copies shall be made available at the registered office or
place of meeting of the Society for the perusal of members.

12.1.6 The financial year of the Society commences on the Ist day of January and ending on
the 31st day of December.

12.2 FINANCE AUDIT

12.2.1 One person who shall not be an office-bearer of the Society shall be appointed at the
Annual General Meeting as Honorary Auditor. He shall hold the office for three years.

12.2.2 The Annual General Meeting may appoint a qualified accountant (or firms of
accountants) as paid Auditor. The Auditor thus appointed shall hold his appointment
until he resigns or until his appointment is otherwise terminated by the Annual General
Meeting or Extraordinary General Meeting.

12.2.3 The Honorary Auditor and Paid Auditor shall be required to audit the accounts of the
Society and to prepare a report for the Annual General Meeting. He may also be
required by either the President, Secretary General or Treasurer to audit the accounts of
the Society for any period, and to make a report to the Board of Directors.

Chapter Thirteen AMENDMENTS TO RULES

13.1 AMENDMENTS TO RULES

13.1.1 Any amendments to the Rules may be made by the Board of Directors and submitted
to the Annual General Meeting or Extraordinary General Meeting for its approval.

13.1.2 Upon receipt of request jointly submitted by one-third (1/3) of the members proposing
certain amendments to the Rules, the Board of Directors shall convene an Extraordinary
General Meeting within one month to discuss the proposed amendments.
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13.1.3 Any amendment to the Rules shall be approved by a two-third (2/3) majority of the
members present at the Annual General Meeting or Extraordinary General Meeting of
members. Such amendments shall be submitted to Registrar of Societies within sixty
(60) days and come into effect upon the approval of the Registrar of Societies.

Chapter Fourteen PROHIBITIONS

14.1 PROHIBITIONS

14.1.1 The Society shall not accept non-citizens as representatives of its members.

14.1.2 The Society shall not appoint non-citizens as Directors.

14.1.3 Without the prior approval of the Registrar of Societies, the Society shall not directly
or indirectly request, procure, obtain or accept, or attempt to request, procure, obtain or
accept any cash, movable or immovable property or any monetary benefits or facilities
from any organization or government or its agency, any governmental or other bodies
not incorporated under the written law of Malaysia from any country, territory or place
outside Malaysia or from any individual normally resident outside Malaysia.

14.1.4 The Society shall not have any affiliation or connection outside Malaysia.

Chapter Fifteen DISSOLUTION

15.1 DISSOLUTION

15.1.1 The decision to dissolve the Society shall be passed by a two-third (2/3) majority
present at the Extraordinary General Meeting attended by at least three quarters (3/4)
of the total number of members.

15.1.2 The winding up affairs of the Society after dissolution shall be managed by a committee
appointed by Extraordinary General Meeting. The notice of dissolution shall be
submitted to the Registrar of Societies within fourteen (14) days of the dissolution.
